Props: Christmas tree, lights, ornaments, presents under tree <all gather in front 
of Christmas tree>  
 
Olivia: Wow, Christmas is only weeks away!

Natalie: I’m not excited. I already know what I’m getting….. A new video game. 
Star: How do you know that? 
Natalie: <smiles> I looked!

Brynn to Elynn: What do you think you’re getting?
